The Ethos Project: One-day events

One-day events for TEP include references to resources available on The Ethos Consortium website. The 3 TEP events are titled:

1. “Virtue is a way of being” – making character education explicit.

2. “Character develops in the full current of human life” – making character education opportunistic.

3. “Only a secular model of Character can produce a hopeful consensus” – making character education dialogic.
